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Why Train Your Dog? By Gallivan Burwell, CTC

When I'm sitting with a
distraught dog owner who
has finally made the "T'll do
anything!” call to address
their dog's out of control
behavior (after he has done
something just too awful to
ignore), T'll ask them to de-
scribe what they and their
dog would be doing to-
gether if the dog was actu-
ally frained.

One answer comes up so
repeatedly that I've devel-
oped an acronym that I jot
in my notes: "MSD", short-
hand for “Magazine St.
Dream".

In this ideal scenario,
the owner is able to walk
their dog down that busy
street on a glorious Sunday
afternoon without having
their arm pulled out of the
socket, able to sit at an
outside table and have a

cup of coffee or a glass of
wine, or enjoy a meal with-
out the threat of "Bongo"
suddenly pulling the entire

table across the street be-
cause a dog on the other
side dared to /ook at him.
Passersby see the ideal-
ized, perfect Bongo and
exclaim, "What a good dog!”
as birds sing in the trees.
If you have ever spent
any time at animal shelters,
or in the animal rescue
community, you know that

too many dogs never get
the break that Bongo is
getting.

Instead of making the
call for help to a qualified
dog trainer, the owners
simply give up, relinquishing
their dog to the local shel-
ter, from which he will
probably never emerge, or
worse, consigning him to
the back yard, where isola-
tion and lack of social inter-
action causes him to go not
very quietly /nsane.

The good news is that,
in most cases, the "MSD" or
whatever your dream is for
your dog is attainable. In
the last decade, the move
away from the old methods
of punishment and coercion
to dog-and-owner-friendly
positive-reinforcement
training, have given us
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Dog of the Month — Emma

e Recognize the Commitment - Dog ownership is not
something to be entered into lightly.

e Prevent Obesity - Keep your dog healthy by main-
taining him at an appropriate weight.

the disabled, locating missing persons, and much more.
